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General Information 
The FDSD6X is a 6 channel SD card genre player.  The unit plays music from six 2 GB 
Micro SD cards loaded with music in MP3 format by the user.  Six SD cards are included in 
the unit and can hold up to 30 hours of music. Each SD card can be programmed with 
different types of music such as Classical, Pop, Jazz, Easy Listing, Rock, and Country to 
offer passengers a multitude of music options.  Once power is introduced, the unit 
continuously plays the music from each card until power is removed.  If power is removed, 
the player will resume from the last song played when power is re-introduced. Any 
passenger can listen to any genre of music, and the cards are removable for updating the 
music at any time. The compact unit allows installation in the smallest of mounting areas 
with the minimum of interface equipment.

Operating Instructions 
 

 Each of the six cards play independently for selection of any genre through an audio 
selection device (not included). 

 All six cards play automatically when power is introduced. 

 If power is removed, the player will resume from the last song played when power is re-
introduced. 

 The unit plays continuously, with no requirement for external control such as Fast Forward, 
Rewind, Play or Stop. 

 If a SD card is removed while powered, press the bookmark button to play. 

SD Card Access 
  

To gain access to the SD cards, remove the two screws on the side of the unit. Once the 
panel is removed the SD cards will be visible (reference below photo) and can be removed 
for programming. After programming is complete, reinsert cards and secure the cover plate. 
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Recording Music on the SD Cards 
Windows Media Player is the preferred program to synchronize music to the SD cards. It is 
important to use Windows Media Player version 10 or 11 to synchronize the music so that 
the volume levels on all tracks are consistent.  To update Windows Media Player from an 
older version, click the ñHelpò drop down menu, and the click ñCheck for Updateséò   The 
following instructions will outline the steps needed to properly add music to the SD cards.  
Use an SD card reader, which can be purchased at any electronics or office supply store, 
to connect the SD card to the computer. 

 

 

 

1.  Open Windows Media Player 

 Click the small arrow beneath the ñLibraryò Tab 
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1.   Click ñAdd to Libraryéò 
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1.  Click the ñ<<Advanced Optionsò button to expand the Window 

2.  Check ñAdd volume-leveling values for all files (slow)ò 

 This is and essential step in order to assure the volume levels of all added music are 
consistent.

1. Navigate to the location (folder) where the music files to be added are located on the hard 
 drive. The Windows Media Player default location for ripping music is C:\Documents and 
 Settings\username\My Documents\My Music. If the location where  music files are located 
 cannot be found, click start on your desktop Ą search Ą Pictures, Music, or Video Ą Check 
 Music Ą Search. Windows will then search your hard drive for music files and show the 
 locations. 

2. Click ñOKò on the ñAdd Folderò Window 

 Repeat steps 1 and 2 until all desired folders (music locations) are added. 

3. Once all folders are added, click ñOKò on the ñAdd To Libraryò Window 
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1. Windows will then add the music files in the selected folder to the Windows Media Player song 
 Library 
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1. Once all desired folders are added to the Windows Media Player Library, click the ñSyncò 
 Tab 

2. Click ñGenreò on the ñLibraryò drop down list 

 Alternatively, songs can be added to the SD card by album, song, artist, rating, etc. 

3. Click and drag the selected genre from the Library list in the left pane, to the ñSync Listò in 
 the right pane 
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
